North End Events – General Advice to be given to Applicants

· We do not permit the use of North End to sell food.  If you wish to sell food, you are advised to obtain a pitch at Surrey Street Market.  Persons interested in obtaining a market pitch should contact Fiona Woodcock at Croydon Council at fiona.woodcock@croydon.gov.uk.

· The playing of amplified music in North End is generally discouraged.

· Blood donor buses, information buses and other vehicle based activities will be based adjacent to Barclays Bank.

· Children’s rides will be restricted to using the area between Allders and the almshouses.

· The Bellmouth area adjacent to Burtons and JJB Sports is used for buskers, performers and promotions.

· The area adjacent to Shoppers Choice is used for activities where gazebos are used such as smoking cessation; charity book stalls and so forth.

· The area adjacent to Marks and Spencers is usually used for buskers and small information stands.

· For charity fundraisers, there is an agreement with the Public Fundraising Regulatory Association that there shall be no more than three charity visits per week from Mondays to Saturdays only, and that there shall be a maximum of three fundraisers on North End between George Street and Mead Place and then additionally between North End and Addiscombe Grove.

· All applications for events and activities at North End must reach us a minimum of 21 days before the first event date.

· Croydon North End is pedestrionised between 1000 hours and 1800 hours and no vehicles are permitted in North End during those times except postal, security and emergency vehicles.  Loading and unloading is permitted outside these times, though vehicles must be removed after thirty minutes.  If you want to bring a vehicle onto North End, you must obtain a parking dispensation from Croydon Council.  The contact telephone number is 020 8680 5170.
